     The new biography of José 
Antonio Navarro, by David 
McDonald, was presented to the 
IWHS Library on April 11 by 
Friends of Casa Navarro. Sylvia 
Navarro Tillotson õ57 (President, 
of Friends of Casa Navarro), 
Rosemary Morris Geyer õ57, Dr. 
Elizabeth Ann òBettyó Barrett 
Garza õ57 and Sharon Kalig Perez 
õ74 realized after graduation that 
they shared a lineage with Texas 
patriot, José Antonio Navarro. 
Born in San Antonio, José 
Navarro was instrumental in the 
colonization and settlement of 

Texas. He helped draft the 
Republic of Texas Constitution, 
the State of Texas Constitution 
and helped write a Texas 
Constitution that gave women the 
right to own land and the right for 
all Texans to vote and be equal 
regardless of skin color or ethnic 
origin. José Navarro died on Jan. 
13, 1871, in San Antonio. His 
home and adjacent store are still 
standing as the Casa Navarro State 
Historic Site on Laredo Street. 
Visitors are welcome.
