Our May newsletter proudly celebrates many recent team and individual student
accomplishments. It has been a very active six weeks since Spring Break and
congratulations go out to the IWHS 2 -5A State Music Champions, to our state
qualifiers in academics and art, to the track and field, golf, tennis and softball
teams and to our students who have achieved special recognition for their
individual efforts this semester.

For the past year, the school and the PTO have been working on several projects
to upgrade our facilities. | am pleased to announce that this month we will begin
the Beautification Project for the front grounds of the school. After much
fundraising and bidding out the project, we have secured the services of Hill
Horticulture to install an irrigation system, grass, new bedding plants and
mountain laurel trees as well as a paver sidewalk across the front of the school,
the main entrances and around Mt. Erin Alumnae Hall. Since work on the project
is set to commence before school is out, we will need to reroute traffic in the front
driveway from time to time to provide for machinery access to the front of the
school and to ensure the safety of students and passing vehicles.

Shortly after the project is completed, our new Shamrock marquee, funded
through the Shamrock Golf Classic, will arrive and be installed at the front of Mt.
Erin Alumnae Hall. This summer we will also begin the replacement of our old
free standing lockers with new lockers secured through grants written by the
Advancement Office. In July we will replace the computers in Lab 107 with new
machines and upgrade computers in the classrooms and the library, among other
projects.

Thanks to our many volunteers, student, faculty, parents and alumnae, who have
worked to raise funds for these projects, provided additional support through
donations to one or more of our school and PTO activities. You have helped to
make this a successful and memorable year for our students.

Lastly, congratulations to the Class of 2011. College acceptances are in and the
number of scholarships and grants awarded testifies to the hard work of our
students over the past four years and the tireless dedication of the IWHS faculty.
We wish the Class of 2011 success and happiness and look forward to hearing of
their future accomplishments.
