T he volleyball team 

earned State Runner 

Up in the TAPPS 5A 

Volleyball State Playoffs at 

Littleton Gymnasium at 

the Blossom Athletic 

Center on Nov. 5.  After 

defeating Dallas Bishop 

Lynch in three games on 

Friday, Nov. 4, in the semi -

final match, the Shamrocks 

earned a spot in the state 

final match on Saturday, 

Nov. 5.  The Shamrocks 

(33-13) and their fans 

waited all season and the 

past two years to represent 

IWHS in the state 

championship. Spirited 

spectators filled the gym to 

support the Shamrocks 

both days.  In a back and 

forth contest, with 

momentum changing 

seemingly with every 

swing, the Shamrocks came 

close each game but ended 

up falling short in three 

games (25-27), (22-25) and 

(18-25) to (40-1) Addison 

Trinity Christian.  

     During the awards 

presentation after the 

game, four IWHS seniors 

were recognized as All 

Tournament Players. Coach 

Nicki was presented a 2011 

State Runner -Up plaque.
